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Abstract: Being concerned about the multi-scriptural context of the Chinese Biblical stud-
ies , this paper is to propose the Comparative Scriptural Studies as the approach of doing Bibli-
cal studies in China. Through a historical review about the discipline of the Biblical studies,
this paper believes that the comparative scriptural approach has always been a methodology in
the Biblical studies. Some contemporary biblical interpretations like“ textual reasoning” , and
“scriptural reasoning” , could be regarded as the predecessors of the comparative scriptural
studies, since they agree in the methodological presuppositions, ideas and even practices.
This paper tries to reach a working definition for the comparative scriptural studies, and then
analyze its working areas. Regarding to the intellectual context of the Chinese biblical stud-
ies, the author believes that the comparative scriptural studies is a discipline in-between hu-
manity and theology , somehow similar to the nature of comparative theology. Finally, this pa-
per takes an exemplary study of comparative scriptural reading with Zhu Xi’ s Confucian scrip-
tural reading strategy , especially his approaches to the questions of “ what is the scripture?” ,
“why to read the scripture?” ,and“ how to read the scripture?” , to investigate the significance

of his Confucian answers for the construction of Sino-Christian Scriptural hermeneutics.
